You will be directed to call either of two emergency pagers. Be
prepared to provide pertinent information: Who, what, where,
when, and how. Give a telephone number where you can be
reached so acouncil representative can return your call.

MAKE NO STATEMENTS TO THE PRESS. A council
spokesperson will call parents/guardians and make all official statements.
Remain courteous and cooperative with press and public. Never say:
No comment. Say, "All of your questions will be answered by the
official spokesperson.”
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
